THE RECORD OF GOD'S WORK 
What a blessing to meet new Christians, travel, preach, present the ministry God 
has set us to do, see the Lord save souls, and to watch grace at work in the lives 
of God’s people.  God has gifted us in our “old age” with blessings few enjoy this 
side of heaven. What a privilege to view first hand the work of the Holy Spirit in 
grace in Costa Rica, and also here in the states. 
So far this year our 6 students have: 
(1) Attended 3 in-depth modules             (2) Led 100+ people to the Lord     
(3) Preached over 300 times                    (4) Baptized over 50 people  
What glory to see them “blossom out” in service and catch the vision of witnessing 
to the lost and seeing them saved.  How our hearts rejoice in their spiritual growth 
and desire to serve the Lord. 
So far this year Joy and I in our travels have: 
(1) been in 65 churches, Bible Conferences, & Missions Conferences  
(2) preached over 78 times                        (3) seen 12 people saved    
(4) given out over 500 tracts                      (5) dealt with scores of people 
Right now we are only limited by the praying and giving of Gods people in starting 
more Bible Institutes, and doing more for the Lord. This year nine small churches 
gave us a love offering that was an extreme sacrifice to the Lord because of the 
size of their membership. This was precious to us because it is the love offerings 
that allow us to travel, present the ministry, preach, see the lost saved, and 
underwrite the day to day expenses incurred in deputation.  We had 21 churches 
that promised to start monthly financial support.  We use the monthly support to 
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start and support the Bible Institutes.  We look forward to the day we can receive 
enough funds every month to train God’s pastors and preachers as we start and 
maintain the Bible Institutes.  It is the Bible Institutes that are the focus of our work 
and faith.  It is so good to trust the Lord for every need as He teaches us 
faithfulness and perseverance, as He constantly brings us back to His purpose in 
our lives, and to see Him faithful in all His promises.  Will you please pray for the 
students and the Bible Institute?  Will you please give so that God’s men in 
another country might be helped?  Praise the Lord for His goodness, and the 
honor of being used of the Lord to do the work of the ministry.  We thank Him and 
praise Him for every gift and every moment of prayer that the people of God 
expend for this ministry.  Please pray that we will continue to be faithful in the work 
God has called us to, and will soon be able to give all our energies to the work of 
the Bible Institutes “full time”.

5.  For the Lord to “fill out our calendar” as we seek to set up 
places to present the ministry for next year.
