We have two purposes for the Bible
Institute, to teach pastors and preachers to win souls, and to teach pastors and
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preachers how to start Baptist churches. We teach them to start Bible studies and
oL e 2 g then grow the Bible study into a Baptist church. For the
May module we were to send our students visiting house
to house in close proximity to the church, but the Pastor
said that he had started visiting homes in an area about 2
. kilometers from the church. He had a burden to start a
church in the area (remember, the church starting module
| isn't until next year). We sent the students |nto this area
where they led 9 people to the Lord and found 2 families of Al ¢
saved folks that do not go to church because they did not
have a church. What a blessing to inform them that God was
about to start a church in their areal! ,
Two of the men visited a house and invited me inside where
they introduced a lady. They got me a chair (plastic, & not *
made for Gringo's) which promptly broke &<
spilling the occupant into the floor.
When getting up | thought "Lord, if this woman gets saved it
will have to be You!" As the men were witnessing to this lady,
I8 her sister came into the house and sat down beside her. Both
. ladies got saved and went down the street four houses to tell
{ their family, where the men led the third S|ster to the Lord. As
they came out of the house they had an opportunity to e |
witness to a cousin and deal with his
. salvation. We saw 2 grown men saved
44 at the 1st house our other students RE
visited. Our students witnessed at
homes, at the bus stop, and on the
; ’;‘\% streets. They are understanding that if == :
BALETN they will give out the "gospel” and allow the Holy Spirit to do
His work people will get saved. What a glory day as God prepares to start a church
in this area, and our students catch a vision of the work to which God has called
them.
