It is always good to see the lost “get saved”!  The thrill of our 
lives has always been to watch the work of the Holy Spirit in the lives of the lost, and see 
the Holy Spirit draw them to Christ Jesus as He works in conviction.

What other reason should a missionary have for 
going to a foreign field than the salvation of the lost?  Yet there have been many different 
responses from missionaries, encountered here and overseas, other than an intention to 
see souls saved.  Please pray for us that our goal will the presentation of the “gospel” 
and the salvation of souls.
